The daffodil has only gained popularity as a Welsh symbol since the early 19-th century. This is probably explained by the similarity between the Welsh words for the two plants: leek and daffodil.
Wales is known as a ‘Land of Castles’. Amazingly, there are more than 400 of these.
Dating back to the 17-th century carved wooden lovespoons have traditionally been offered as a romantic gift and symbol of engagement.
